INCLEMENT WEATHER

When inclement weather is expected on the morning of a school day, every attempt is made to decide about school closures and schedule changes the evening before. For an unexpected or a less definite weather situation, every attempt is made to make a decision as early as possible. The district's goal is to make the most appropriate decision for our students, staff and patrons based on the available information.  District staff members collect weather-related data from a range of reliable sources. A network of administrators then decides whether any school closures or schedule changes will occur, and arranges for that decision to be posted as soon as possible. If you do not see any emergency announcements posted at http://www.flashalert.net/news.html?id=69, schools and offices will be open at their regular starting times.

When school closure decisions are made, the district instantly publishes the information through the community resource linked above. 

Television and radio stations get their information from this service, but sometimes their broadcast of updates is delayed. If you have internet access, the link above is the first place you should check for weather-related closure information. The site is available 24 hours a day.
