Tips for a Successful Parent-Teacher Conference - Here are strategies to help you get the most out of your time at different grade levels:

To gain the most from conferences, prepare ahead. Talk with your child about what's going well and what could be better. Does your child have a question they'd like you to ask? Write your questions down ahead of time so no critical topic is missed. If a significant event is affecting your child or family, let the teachers know, so that they have a better understanding of your student. During the conference, take notes to help you remember dates, examples, or other important information. Tell the teacher your questions up front, so they can be sure to address them, but also be clear that you are ready to listen as well and to support both your student and the classroom.

6th-8th Graders: Again, teachers at this level see a large number of students and will need to be brief in your conference. Teachers may also have observations about social interactions.

K-5th Grade: These conferences usually are 20 minutes and may be longer if your child receives additional services such as special education or talented and gifted resources. The teacher may show you samples of your child's work, discuss his or her individual progress and provide ideas for home activities. If concerns are noted, ask what the school is doing to address them and what you can do at home. Other staff may also be available, such as the school counselor, reading specialist or PE or music teacher.

After conferences, talk with your child about how you can be supportive of his or her success and how proud you are of his or her efforts. No matter what grade your student is in, your child's teachers are looking forward to seeing you.
