Student network accounts have changed…
Student usernames & passwords will now look like this—

first initial + last name (up to 10 digits) + last four digits of student ID

Example: student Isaiah Steinberg with ID number 673299 would be—

isteinberg3299 (student usernames can be up to 15 characters)

Student passwords will start the same as username.

So the first time a student logs in to the computer, it would look like:

User: isteinberg3299

Password: isteinberg3299

I will archive and maintain a master list of PPS student usernames for Peninsula. 
Please send students to http://password.pps.k12.or.us 
Have them log in with their user/password and fill out their question and answer profile. Students should be encouraged to use the PPS Password Manager to facilitate their own resets. Please contact me only as a last resort. Note that if I do the reset there will be up to a 15 minute delay.

Note: classroom/homeroom accounts did not change over the summer. If you need to make a change to these accounts contact the IT Service Desk.

Network drives
Student Y drives will be much larger – up to 4 GB.  Students will no longer map the X drive.  To start the school year, students will have ONLY a Y drive.  After eSIS registration data has a chance to settle (late Sept), we will roll out a new network drive called the “H” drive.  The “H” or “homework” drive will facilitate in and out file services between students and staff.  This will be just another way teachers can hand out materials, collaborate with students and take in homework.  Teachers will continue to have a Y and X drive.
