Challenged Books Poster Criteria
1. Choose a banned or challenged book from the list provided.
2. Research 3 reasons why schools should keep the book available to students. Research 3 reasons why schools should reconsider the book (objectionable content, not age appropriate, etc.)
3. Present both pros and cons on a poster advertising the book.
Poster Grading
Content = 20pts: Details of book’s history of challenges/bans and pros and cons for retaining book included.
Visual = 20pts:
· Attractive, well organized, creative. Grabs the eye and is easy to read.
· Design reflects issues and emotions of the book.
· Letters of book title are largest, and other letter sizes are appropriate for an eye-catching poster.
· Poster is produced on 11x17 paper provided.
Effort = 10pts: Thoughtful preparation is obvious (not last minute).
