Accounting Source: Portland Schools Foundation

How money is handled: The first $10,000 raised for the school year stays in the Rieke account, every dollar after that is divided 33% to Portland Schools Foundation/ 66% to Rieke account (i.e., if $40,000 is raised, Rieke keeps $30,000 as follows: $10, 000 stays in Rieke Foundation account, and (2/3) $20,000 of the remaining $30,000 stays in Rieke account, the other (1/3) $10,000 goes to PSF)
How money is directed: Used for purchasing FTE for licenses teachers and support staff.
Restrictions for spending: Can only be used for FTE purchase

2010-2011 raised: $52,400 [-$14,100 distributed to PPS Foundation] = $38,300 available to fund FTE
	Comprised of parents and teachers

Main funding source: Dues, donations, fundraising (Art Fair, Book Fair, Restaurant Nights, Scrip, Gift Wrap…
Accounting Source: Rieke PTA Treasurer, PTA bank account

How money is handled: Budget is designed based on supplemental needs of school and opportunities for family/community engagement
How money is directed: Enrichment support (reading support, technology support, teacher grants), family engagement activities (picnic, carnival, etc)
Restrictions for spending: Can not pay for licensed staff, teachers, union positions. Budget agreed upon following PTA bylaws.

2009-2010 raised: $24,900, used to fund Reading Support person, Technology enrichment, Teacher grants, family activities
	Organized by parents for Rieke School Student participation
Main funding source: children solicit neighbors, family members and community members

Accounting Source: Rieke Student Body Fund, managed by Principal and Principal’s Secretary

How money is handled: Directly deposited into Rieke Student Body Fund for instant use as determined by school.

How money is directed: Technology and the Arts (visual and performing), including artist residencies when appropriate, and assembly performances
Restrictions for spending: May be used for contracts, supplies, services. Cannot be used for licensed staff, teachers, union positions.
2009-2010 raised: $15,000, used to purchase 4 iMac flat screen computers, provided artist residency for 1 week for all classes, provided 6 school assemblies, provided 16 week performing arts residency for all classes.
