            you will find three very useful things:

1. The list of research resources on the right.  You can cruise around these for all kinds of homework and research help.

If you are using Multnomah County Library sites, you will need a Multnomah County Library card and pin number.

To access the Gale databases from home, Port is your log-in and OSLIS is your password.

2. Student login on the upper right corner.

You can log in to your PPS library account using your full name and student ID number to renew selected books, and avoid fines, and also to opt in to your reading history.  The system can keep a 13-year long list for you of all the books you take out, if you’d like to be able to remember.  In order for the system to do this, you must ”opt” in to “my reading history.”

3. The catalog of all the books we have.  You will need to select “keyword,” “subject,” “title,” “author” or “series.”  Be sure your drop down menu does not say “View entire collection.”  You should select “Roosevelt” so that you can see what we have here only.  You can read summaries of books, and see how the book is categorized, which may lead you to other books of interest.
