The user name is Portland, and the password is readers.  Click on “Remember my ID and Password” to go directly to the home page when you log in again.
World Book Discover, World Book Student, World Book Advanced, and World Book Enciclopedia Estudiantil Hallazgos are the best sites for us.

World Book Discover is a collection of resources for differentiated learning including read-aloud, text translation, video, and clear, easy-to-read information.”  It’s at the lowest lexile.  
World Book Student is “the complete World Book encyclopedia plus multimedia, web links, periodicals”.  It has a nice biography section.  
World Book Advanced has the most primary source documents and ebooks fully integrated with encyclopedia content plus timelines, citation builder, and saved research.
World Book Enciclopedia Estudiantil Hallazgos is a low-to-medium level Spanish language edition.

If you go to the bottom of the page, you can navigate between the sites.  If you click on the small “educator’s tools” you will access “Curriculum Correlations” which will give you OR State Standards, and the material it’s correlated to.  World Book Advanced also has lesson plans.
I recommend that a student start with the encyclopedia article to get basic definitions.

From there, on the left or right, depending on which site you’re in, you will see links to other resources:   magazines, media, primary sources, websites, etc..  The websites will give you links to RELIABLE information as three world book editors have vetted these websites for reliability.
Each edition has a feature called “My Researcb” where a student can make a folder and save everything they find and want to use, avoiding repeat searches.  
Each site also has “Research Tools,” that includes tutorials on how to do research and a citation page, which lays out the citation information correctly.  The student just fills in the information it asks for, and it puts it in the proper form.
One cool thing about World Book is the Back in Time feature.  Say they first published an article on immigration in 1925, and we are using the 2010 edition of WB online.  Back in Time has the articles that were published every year since on immigration, so a student can track the historical change in the subject.
