Graphic Expression of Emotions Using Word Clouds
Your assignment is to create a word cloud.   A word cloud is a visual representation of a piece of writing.  Your piece of writing will be based on your feelings and knowledge of the attack on the U.S. that occurred on September 11, 2001.  If you don’t know much about 9/11, do a little research first. Then….

1. Open a Word document and type a list of words having to do with the attack.  Here’s the deal, if you feel very strongly about a word or an image repeat it several times in your list.  For example if the concept “terror” is something you strongly associate with 9/11 repeat it six or seven times.  (You can just copy and paste the word).

2. After you have created your list (which should have around 50 words) copy it. (Ctrl C)

3. Open your Internet browser and go to Tagxedo –  www.tagxedo.com/app.html
4. Click on Load then paste (Ctrl v) your list in the “Enter Text” box.

5. Click on “Submit” and see what you end up with.  You can then try out different options available in Tagxedo.
6. After you have manipulated your word cloud to where you are satisfied with it, save it (using the Save button on the left). Now write a reflection in Word and answer the following questions:
I think my word cloud represents my feelings about 9/11 because…
Next time I would make these changes or try something different (don’t say you wouldn’t change anything…that’s not an option).
