 Parents and 
teachers are  
partners in 
helping educate 
students. Here 
are parent tips:  

 

§ Ask your daughter if there are things she 
would like you to discuss with the teacher. 

§ Jot down everything that you want to talk 
about at the conference. 

§ Arrive promptly or a few minutes early. 

§ Begin with positive comments about the 
teacher or classroom. 

§ Avoid discussions of topics that are not 
related to the purpose of the conference. 

§ Be  open-minded to teacher suggestions. 

§ Keep your emotions under control. 

§ Take notes about what has been discussed 
to share with your child later. 

§ Express appreciation for the conference. 

§ Do not stay beyond your allotted time. 

Here are 5 KEY questions to ask teachers: 

1. What skills and knowledge will your 
students be expected to master this year? 
How do you inform students about the 
ŀŎŀŘŜƳƛŎ ǎǘŀƴŘŀǊŘǎ ǘƘŜȅΩǊŜ ŜȄǇŜŎǘŜŘ ǘƻ ƳŜŜǘΚ 
How do the standards compare with those at 
other schools?  

2. How will students be evaluated? What 
kind of information do you use to evaluate 
students? How are grades determined? 

3. What can parents do to stay more 
involved in their child's academic progress? 
How can they know on a regular basis what 
homework has been assigned? 

4. How do you accommodate differences in 
learning? What if my child is a slow learner 
and falls behind, or is a fast learner and is 
bored? Are summer school, tutoring, or other 
programs available for those who need help? 

5.     How are older students prepared for 
further learning after high school? Are 
students encouraged to think about a wide 
variety of career interests? Are all students 
encouraged to take algebra in eighth grade?
