Local option measure – a levy to raise dollars through assessment.

Would be added to state allocations, and would generate $19mil for

schools.  Purpose is to keep teachers in the classrooms.

Capital Bond: for repairs and replacements of school buildings, which

average 60 years old.  Some are in dire need of repairs, and all

schools need updating to reflect students needs/changes in education

style.  There would be long‑term savings as repairs will cut down

costs (and those capital dollars could be directed to better

educations needs).

Repairs specific to HTLAYW include replacing roofing, fire/life safety

upgrades, updating science labs, improving safety of stage/rigging,

teaching technology updates, increased accessibility, increase

security (including card readers at access points).
