Wilson is a comprehensive public high school with a proud tradition of excellence. In addition to our core curriculum, Wilson offers Advanced Placement and advanced level courses.  Rigorous programs are also available in visual and performing arts, computer science, and marketing.  At the 9th grade level, teachers collaborate for global studies, English, and biology in our Freshman Communities Program, offering the support of a smaller learning unit as freshman transition to high school. Our programs allow students to pursue a rigorous course of study and encourage high academic performance and intellectual growth while also providing opportunities for students who excel in fine and performing arts to develop their gifts.  Opportunities to learn outside the classroom include Multnomah ESD Outdoor School Program, apprenticeships in science, architecture and engineering, advanced study programs at area universities, and participation in our extensive athletics programs. Emphasis is placed on academics -- enrollment in English, foreign language, mathematics, science and social studies is high.  Current enrollment is 1470 and our ethnic breakdown is as follows:  Asian American 6.3%, African American 6%, Caucasian 79.4%, Hispanic 5.7%, Native American 1%, Unspecified 1.3%.
