Happy New Year Wilson Families,

I hope your new year is off to a great start.  February 3rd at 6:15 PM is 8th Grade Family Night.  We are looking for parents to help that night, so please let us know if you are available to answer questions or help students lead tours.

Our State Report card has arrived and the district asks that we send it to you, so an electronic copy will be included in this issue of the Statements.  We received an “Outstanding” rating this year based on our continuing academic growth.  If you have questions, or would like more information, please email me.  

State Testing, which is one of the measures included in the report card, has started for sophomores and juniors.  Students who are current juniors must pass the Reading test before they graduate.  Sophomores must pass Writing and Reading and freshmen, Reading, Writing, and Math.  As you can see from the current report card, our majority of our students have already passed the Reading test.  Teachers are working with those who are still needing to get there and re-testing.  Even though testing for standards has moved from the sophomore year to the junior year as far as the State is concerned, PPS still wants us to test our 10th graders so they’ve have multiple opportunities to meet the new graduation requirement.  

Forecasting begins in February.  Please ask your students for their forecasting sheets so you can review their choices.  This year, it will be especially important that students have alternatives for their primary elective choices.   Contact the Counseling office is you have questions.

Wilson’s continuing focus this year is a social norming campaign that not everyone at Wilson uses drugs and alcohol and letting our students know there are options for other things to do and ways to say no thank you.  I’d like to thank the parent community for their support and great turn out for the PTA’s panel on preventing risky behaviors.  There were close to 80 parents in attendance and special thanks go to Kathryn Wolff, Marshall Haskins, Emily Moser, Rosemary Schwimmer and Valeurie Friedman for their organization efforts.  The next event in this area will be on February 28th from 6-8 PM in the Cafeteria.  Focus on prevention, technology and foundations of school success.  Check the school’s website for details on this event.
